Born in Gwangju, South Korea in 1970, Han Kang is the 2024 Nobel Prize Laureate
in Literature. Han Kang's words on October 8th, "I am a person who does not find

it difficult to feel happy. I am a person who can feel happy even if I walk down the



street and see flowers blooming on the trees. It is easy to be happy and I feel
happy many times a day. People are surprised when I smile more cheerfully than

they thought." I agreed that I am such a person.

I bought Han Kang's books on Kindle and read a little, and each work was very
wonderful, like a poem, softly beautiful, yet powerful and moving. There is a
movement in Korea now to "discourage people from reading" the novel about the
Gwangju incident, but I think it is a work that people all over the world should

read.

I have talked about Han Kang to several friends, teachers, and family, but most
people did not seem to know about it. The person who had the best reaction was
my youngest grandson, a boy in the second year of junior high school. Yesterday
(10/27), he reacted immediately when I mentioned her name, and wanted to
know what we were talking about and read her work. It was a day when I felt his

sensitivity and his wonderful ability to read books.
